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31. WUMA SHI

(30 YEARS YOUNGER THAN
CONFUCIUS)

Wuma Shi, styled Ziqi, was a native of
either the State of Lu or of the State of
Chen. He upheld morality, and consulted
with Confucius on the strategy for
governing a state. As commandant of
Dafu, Wuma Shi worked from before
dawn till after dark, and set a good
example with his own conduct. As a
result, he was spoken highly of by the
local people and exerted a great influence
among the disciples of Confucius and
in the State of Lu as a whole. In the 27th
year of the Kaiyuan reign period of
Emperor Xuanzong of the Tang Dynasty
he received the title of Count Dan; and in
the second year of the Dazhong Xiangfu
reign period of Emperor Zhenzong of the
Song Dynasty, Duke Dong’a.
