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9. KONG ZHONG

Kong Zhong, styled Zimie, was a native
of the State of Lu in the late Spring
and Autumn period. He was the son of
Confucius’ elder brother. Recommended
by Nangong Jingshu, Kong Zhong
served as magistrate of Zouxian County.
Confucius, who was worried that
Kong Zhong lacked knowledge and
administrative ability, went to Zouxian
County to give him instructions. In the
27th year of the Kaiyuan reign period of
Emperor Xuanzong of the Tang Dynasty
he was given the title of Count Wenyang;
in the second year of the Dazhong
Xiangfu reign period of Emperor
Zhenzong of the Song Dynasty, Duke
Juncheng; and in the ninth year of the
Jiajing reign period of Emperor Shizong
of the Ming Dynasty, Ancient Sage
Kongzhong Zi.
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
