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4. GAO CHAI

(30 YEARS YOUNGER THAN
CONFUCILS)

Gao Chai, styled Zigao and Jigao, was
a native of the State of Wei. Simple and
honest, Gao Chai was noted especially
for his filial conduct. Though he was not
outstanding in learning, he was good at
administration. When serving as a judge
in Wei, he exercised able leadership,
enforced the law impartially, and showed
morality and benevolence. In the 27th
year of the Kaiyuan reign period of
Emperor Xuanzong of the Tang Dynasty
he received the title of Count Gong; and in
the second year of the Dazhong Xiangfu
reign period of Emperor Zhenzong of the
Song Dynasty, Duke Gongcheng.
