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30. SIMA GENG

Sima Geng, styled Ziniu, was a native
of the State of Song in the late Spring
and Autumn period. Though impetuous,
he was a good talker. Sima Geng broke
from his elder brother because the
latter defied his superiors and started a
rebellion. He once consulted Confucius
on “benevolence”. In the 27th year of
the Kaiyuan reign period of Emperor
Xuanzong of the Tang Dynasty he
received the title of Count Xiang; and in
the second year of the Dazhong Xiangfu
reign period of Emperor Zhenzong of the
Song Dynasty, Duke Chugiu; later he was
renamed Duke Suiyang.
