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24. YAN WUYAO

(6 YEARS YOUNGER THAN
CONFUCILS)

Yan Wuyao, styled Lu or Jilu, was a native
of the State of Lu in the late Spring and
Autumn period. Yan Wuyao was the
father of Yan Hui. Both father and son
were disciples of Confucius. When Yan
Hui died at a young age, Yan Wuyao was
deeply saddened. He asked Confucius to
sell his chariot to give Yan Hui a lavish
funeral. However, as a senior official,
Confucius could not sell his chariot in
violation of the ritual system. In the
27th year of the Kaiyuan reign period of
Emperor Xuanzong of the Tang Dynasty,
Yan Wuyao was given the title Count Qi;
and in the second year of the Dazhong
Xiangfu reign period of Emperor
Zhenzong of the Song Dynasty, Duke
Qufu.
