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27 GONGLIANG RU

Gongliang Ru, styled Zizheng, was
a native of the State of Chen in the
late Spring and Autumn period. He
accompanied Confucius on the latter’s
travels from state to state. A resourceful
warrior, Gongliang Ru was a loyal
guard of Confucius, and often stepped
forward bravely at critical moments.
In the 27th year of the Kaiyuan reign
period of Emperor Xuanzong of the
Tang Dynasty he was given the title of
Count Dongmou; in the second year of
the Dazhong Xiangfu reign period of
Emperor Zhenzong of the Song Dynasty,
Duke Mouping; and in the ninth year
of the Jiajing reign period of Emperor
Shizong of the Ming Dynasty, Ancient
Sage Gongliang Zi.
